You will
need one set of official transcripts from every institution, other than AVC, for the
counselor’s evaluation. If your prior education comes from a foreign country, you
will need to have those foreign transcripts evaluated by one of the intemational
evaluation services that AVC recognizes before a counselor from AVC can complete
an Educational Plan. A course description will also be required. Request a list of
Intemational Evaluation services at the Counseling Center.

3. Submit one set of official high school transcripts (or GED results) and college
transcripts to the Health and Safety Sciences Division (Nursing Department) office
with the program enrollment form.
